Thank you for your request for information received on the 21st July 2023.  We can confirm that the Staffordshire and Stoke-on-Trent Integrated Care Board can provide the following information.  

An anonymised copy of this response will be made publicly available on the ICB website.

Please see our responses in blue below:

I am writing to you under the Freedom of Information Act 2000 to request the following information from the ICB.  Please may you provide me with:
· The names of providers for homeless GP services in your area
The homeless healthcare service is led by Advanced Nurse Practitioners and provides remote access to healthcare via a community outreach vehicle.
All patients registered with GP Practices receive GP services (including patients who are homeless).  

The Staffordshire ICB also commission a “Homeless Health Outreach Service” which is provided by the North Staffs GP Federation, across Northern Staffordshire (i.e. Stoke-on-Trent and Newcastle).

· For each of these, what services they provide.
Services provided are largely healthcare assessment, healthcare monitoring, treatment of simple conditions usually managed in primary care.  The service:

· Provide assessment and first line treatment for common physical ailments linking with GPs where possible. This may include but is not limited to: 
 
· Testing and assessing for urine and chest infections 
· Blood tests 
· Blood pressure, weight monitoring 
· Examination of wounds linking with district nurses for management of complex wounds 
· Prescribing 
 
· Provide first line support for mental health conditions, utilising NICE approved interventions. This may include but is not limited to: 
 
· Counselling or CBT approaches 
· Screening and assessment tools for addictions, depression and anxiety 
· Arranging for further diagnostic assessments to be undertaken  
· Prescribing 
  
· Support the provision of needle exchange via joint working with commissioned drug and alcohol service providers.

Should you require any further information or clarification regarding this response please do not hesitate to contact us.  If you are dissatisfied with the response, you are entitled to request an internal review which should be formally requested in writing and must be within two calendar months from the date this response was issued.

To request an internal review
