The Council has responsibility for commissioning and/or providing social care services on behalf of the population of Staffordshire. 
[bookmark: _Hlk71111109]The ICB has the responsibility for commissioning health services pursuant to the 2006 Act across the County of Staffordshire. 
The Better Care Fund and the Improved Better Care Fund have been established by the Government to provide funds to local areas to support the integration of health and social care and to seek to achieve the National Conditions and Local Objectives.  It is a requirement of the Better Care Fund that the ICB and the Council establish a Pooled Fund for this purpose. 
Section 75 of the 2006 Act (as amended) gives powers to local authorities and integrated care board to establish and maintain Pooled Funds out of which payment may be made towards expenditure incurred in the exercise of prescribed local authority functions and prescribed NHS functions. 
The purpose of this Agreement is to set out the terms on which the Partners have agreed to collaborate and to establish a framework through which the Partners can secure the future position of health and social care services through lead, integrated or joint commissioning arrangements.  It is also the means through which the Partners can pool funds and align budgets as agreed between the Partners.
The aims and benefits of the Partners in entering into this Agreement are to:
a) improve the quality and efficiency of the Services for Service Users;
b) meet the National Conditions and Local Objectives; and 
c) make more effective use of resources through the establishment and maintenance of a Pooled Fund for revenue expenditure on the Services.
The Partners are entering into this Agreement in exercise of the powers referred to in Section 75 of the 2006 Act and/or Section 13Z(2) and 14Z(3) of the 2006 Act as applicable, to the extent that exercise of these powers is required for this Agreement.
The following principles were agreed by the Health and Well Being Board:
a) The Better Care Fund must support the priorities in the Joint Health and Wellbeing Strategy and Integrated Care Strategy (this is currently in development) as well as align with the ICB’s’ and the Council’s Better Care Fund plans, the National Conditions and metrics for 2025-26 NHS England’s operational plan, the Council’s strategic plans and District/Borough strategic plans where relevant;
b) Application of the Better Care Fund should be based on clear evidence including cost/benefit analysis of funding early intervention and prevention services to achieve greater long-term sustainability and reduce pressure on acute/specialist services;
c) Services should be encouraged through the Better Care Fund to work in different and innovative ways, rather than simply creating new services as the Pooled Fund itself is bringing together resources already committed to existing core activity; and
d) ‘Do no harm’, that is, the use of the Better Care Fund should add value and not impact adversely on core budgets.

Where relevant, references to English statutes and statutory provisions shall be construed as references also to equivalent statutes, statutory provisions and rules of law in other jurisdictions.
1.3. Any headings to Clauses, together with the front cover and the index are for convenience only and shall not affect the meaning of this Agreement.  Unless the contrary is stated, references to Clauses and Schedules shall mean the clauses and schedules of this Agreement.
1.4. Any reference to the Partners shall include their respective statutory successors, employees and agents.
In the event of a conflict, the conditions set out in the Clauses to this Agreement shall take priority over the Schedules. 
1.5. Where a term of this Agreement provides for a list of items following the word "including" or "includes", then such list is not to be interpreted as being an exhaustive list.
1.6. In this Agreement, words importing any particular gender include all other genders, and the term "person" includes any individual, partnership, firm, trust, body corporate, government, governmental body, trust, agency, unincorporated body of persons or association and a reference to a person includes a reference to that person's successors and permitted assigns.
1.7. In this Agreement, words importing the singular only shall include the plural and vice versa.
1.8. In this Agreement, "staff" and "employees" shall have the same meaning and shall include reference to any full or part time employee or officer, director, manager and agent.
1.9. Subject to the contrary being stated expressly or implied from the context in these terms and conditions, all communications between the Partners shall be in writing.
1.10. Unless expressly stated otherwise, all monetary amounts are expressed in pounds sterling but in the event that pounds sterling is replaced as legal tender in the United Kingdom by a different currency then all monetary amounts shall be converted into such other currency at the rate prevailing on the date such other currency first became legal tender in the United Kingdom.
1.11. All references to the Agreement include (subject to all relevant approvals) a reference to the Agreement as amended, supplemented, substituted, novated or assigned from time to time.
2. [bookmark: _Ref501354640]TERM
2.1. This Agreement shall come into force on the Commencement Date and shall continue for the Term.
2.2. [bookmark: _Ref499803030]The ICB and the Council may agree to extend the duration of this Agreement in periods of either 12 months or shorter monthly periods following the expiry of the Initial Term (each period, of whatever length, for which the Agreement is extended being an “Extended Term”), provided that, they have:

2.2.1. agreed and approved such an Extended Term in accordance with the governance process in Schedule 2 (Governance); and
2.2.2. carried out a Variation to this Agreement in accordance with Clause 28.1.
2.3. The approval by the ICB and the Council of any Extended Term pursuant to Clause 2.2 shall be subject always to their discretion and to the continued availability of any funding which is required from any of the Partners to finance all or part of the Services which shall continue during that Extended Term.
2.4. The duration of the arrangements for each Individual Scheme shall be as set out in the relevant Scheme Specification.

3.1. Nothing in this Agreement shall affect:
3.1.1. the liabilities of the Partners to each other or to any third parties for the exercise of their respective functions and obligations (including the Functions); or
3.1.2. any power or duty to recover charges for the provision of any services (including the Services) in the exercise of any local authority function.
3.2. The Partners agree to:
3.2.1. treat each other with respect and an equality of esteem;
3.2.2. be open with information about the performance and financial status of each; and
3.2.3. provide early information and notice about relevant problems.
3.3. For the avoidance of doubt, the aims and outcomes relating to an Individual Scheme may be set out in the relevant Scheme Specification.
4. [bookmark: _Ref501354753]PARTNERSHIP FLEXIBILITIES
4.1. This Agreement sets out the mechanism through which the Partners will work together to establish one or more of the following:
4.1.1. Lead Commissioning Arrangements;
4.1.2. Integrated Commissioning;
4.1.3. Joint (Aligned) Commissioning; and
4.1.4. Pooled Funds.
in relation to Individual Schemes (the "Flexibilities")
4.2. The Council delegates to the ICB and the ICB agrees to exercise, on the Council's behalf, the Health Related Functions to the extent necessary for the purpose of performing its obligations under this Agreement in conjunction with the NHS Functions.
4.3. The ICB delegates to the Council and the Council agrees to exercise on the ICB's behalf the NHS Functions to the extent necessary for the purpose of performing its obligations under this Agreement in conjunction with the Health Related Functions.
4.4. Where the powers of a Partner to delegate any of its statutory powers or functions are restricted, such limitations will automatically be deemed to apply to the relevant Scheme Specification and the Partners shall agree arrangements designed to achieve the greatest degree of delegation to the other Partner necessary for the purposes of this Agreement which is consistent with the statutory constraints.
5. [bookmark: _Ref501354796]FUNCTIONS
5.1. The purpose of this Agreement is to establish a framework through which the Partners can secure the provision of health and social care services in accordance with the terms of this Agreement.
5.2. This Agreement shall include such Functions as shall be agreed from time to time by the Partners.
5.3. Where the Partners add a new Individual Scheme to this Agreement a Scheme Specification for each Individual Scheme shall be in the form of the Schemes Specifications set out in the BCF Plan (Schedule 1) and shall be completed and agreed between the Partners through the Joint Commissioning Board. The Partners shall not enter into a new Scheme Specification in respect of an Individual Scheme unless they are satisfied that the Individual Scheme in question will improve health and wellbeing in accordance with this Agreement. Details of the Individual Schemes agreed at the Commencement Date are set out in the BCF Plan (Schedule 1).
5.4. The introduction of any Individual Scheme will be subject to a Business Case approved by the Joint Commissioning Board and shall be documented by way of a Change in accordance with the procedure set out at Clause 28 (Variations and Changes) and Schedule 4 (Change Control).
5.5. When undertaking modelling and design of new Individual Schemes, the Partners shall ensure that account is taken of plans to deliver savings which have already been factored into the Financial Recovery Plans/QIPP targets of the ICB and the Council’s Medium Term Financial Strategy.
5.6. Where changes are made to Individual Schemes or new Individual Schemes are approved in accordance with this Agreement, risk share and performance arrangements for those Individual Schemes will be agreed by the Joint Commissioning Board and the relevant parts of the BCF Plan (Schedule 1) relating to performance shall be reviewed and updated accordingly (by way of a Variation and/or Change pursuant to Clause 28 (Variations and Changes) and Schedule 4 (Change Control)).
6. [bookmark: _Ref501354819]COMMISSIONING ARRANGEMENTS
Integrated Commissioning
Where there are Integrated Commissioning arrangements between the Partners in respect of an Individual Scheme, the Partners shall work in co-operation and shall endeavour to ensure that the NHS Functions and Health Related Functions are commissioned with all due skill, care and attention.
6.1. The Partners to the Integrated Commissioning arrangements shall be responsible for compliance with and making payments of all sums due to a Provider pursuant to the terms of each Service Contract.
6.2. The Partners to the Integrated Commissioning arrangements shall work in cooperation and endeavour to ensure that the relevant Services as set out in each Scheme Specification are commissioned within the funds allocated to the Individual Scheme in each Financial Year.
6.3. Each Partner shall keep the other Partner and the Health and Wellbeing Board regularly informed of the effectiveness of the arrangements including the Better Care Fund and any Overspend or Underspend in the Pooled Fund in accordance with the governance arrangements at Schedule 2 (Governance).
6.4. Where Integrated Commissioning arrangements are put in place then the Partners may identify a commissioner who shall act as their lead.
Lead Commissioning Arrangements
6.5. The Scheme Specifications and BCF Plan set out details of the Lead Commissioner identified (on behalf of the Partners) to exercise the NHS Functions and Health Related Functions in commissioning specified Services. 
6.6. Where a Lead Commissioner is appointed, that Lead Commissioner shall (subject to the other Partner’s own internal contracting standing orders where applicable):
6.6.1. exercise the NHS Functions in conjunction with the Health Related Functions as identified in the relevant Scheme Specification;
6.6.2. ensure that the NHS Functions and the Health Related Functions are funded within the parameters of the funds allocated to the Individual Schemes in relation to each particular Service in each Financial Year;
6.6.3. coordinate the commissioning of Services for individuals who meet the eligibility criteria set out in the relevant Scheme Specification;
6.6.4. coordinate the contracting with Provider(s) for the provision of the Services on terms agreed with the relevant Partner responsible for paying for those services (under and accordance with the BCF Plan (Schedule 1)) and where required by the Joint Commissioning Board and/or the other Partner;
6.6.5. coordinate the compliance with all relevant legal duties and guidance of the Partners in relation to the Services being commissioned;
6.6.6. where Services are commissioned using the NHS Standard Contract, coordinate the compliance with the obligations of the “Commissioner” and “Co-ordinating Commissioner” with all due skill, care and attention and where Services are commissioned using any other form of contract to coordinate the compliance with the Commissioner’s obligations with all due skill, care and attention;
6.6.7. coordinate and ensure performance management and contract monitoring is undertaken of all Service Contracts under which they are the named Lead Commissioner, consulting with the other Partner regarding such performance management and contract monitoring as they shall reasonably require in order to ensure that all Partners’ statutory duties can be met;
6.6.8. authorise and make payment of all sums due to a Provider pursuant to the terms of any Services Contract; and
6.6.9. keep the other Partner and the Health and Wellbeing Board regularly informed of the effectiveness of the arrangements including the Better Care Fund and any Overspend or Underspend in the Pooled Funds.
Joint (Aligned) Commissioning Arrangements
6.7. The Partners acknowledge that some of the Services to be commissioned by the Partners pursuant to this Agreement are not subject to Lead Commissioning Arrangements, because one Partner is not commissioning Services in delegation from the other Partners. Those Services are subject to Joint (Aligned) Commissioning Arrangements and still part of delivering the BCF Plan. 
6.8. The BCF Plan and Scheme Specifications set out details of the Partners who are each responsible for commissioning Services as part of Joint (Aligned Commissioning Arrangements). 
6.9. Where a Partner is commissioning Services which are not the subject of a delegation of functions from another Partner ) (i.e. as part of Joint (Aligned) Commissioning Arrangements)), the terms of this Agreement will not prevent that Partner from managing or changing any of the terms, identity of Providers or Contract Price, under its Service Contracts where it is the commissioner, provided that in doing so, the relevant Services continue to meet the requirements set out in the Scheme Specifications and the BCF Plan. 
6.10. Notwithstanding the provisions of Clause 6.10 above, the Partner commissioning the relevant Service, will still report to the Joint Commissioning Board and the Staffordshire BCF Strategic Lead on the performance of the relevant Services and the Financial Contributions made to them in accordance with the requirements of Clauses 7 and 10. 
7. [bookmark: _Ref501354866]ESTABLISHMENT OF POOLED FUNDS
7.1. In exercise of their respective powers under Section 75 of the 2006 Act (as amended), the Partners have agreed to establish and maintain such Pooled Funds for revenue and (subject to Clause 11(Capital Expenditure)) capital expenditure as are described in this Clause 7 and as set out in Schedule 7 of this Agreement. The allocation of the Financial Contributions for expenditure on the Services are as is set out in the Scheme Specifications.
7.2. At the Commencement Date the Partners have agreed to establish the ICES Pooled Fund and the BCF Pooled Funds. The ICES Pooled Fund shall continue to be administered in accordance with the terms of the ICES Section 75 Agreement. In the event of any conflict arising between the terms of the ICES Section 75 Agreement and the terms of this Agreement (in respect of the Services which are the subject of the ICES Section 75 Agreement), the terms of the ICES Section 75 Agreement shall apply in precedence and to those Services only.
7.3. The Partners agree that they shall act as Host Partners for the BCF Pooled Funds as follows:
7.3.1. for the Local Authority Better Care Grant Funding , the Council;
7.3.2. for the ICB Spend, the ICB;
7.3.3. for the Cash Transfers (once received from the ICB) the Council; 
7.3.4. for the ICES Pooled Fund, the ICB (in accordance with the terms of the ICES S75 Agreement); and
7.4. [bookmark: _Ref499733762]It is agreed that the monies held in the Pooled Fund may only be expended on the following:
7.4.1. the Contract Price;
7.4.2. where the Council is to be the Provider, the Permitted Budget;
7.4.3. Third Party Costs;
7.4.4. Approved Expenditure; and
7.4.5. any other expenditure approved by the Joint Commissioning Board.
("Permitted Expenditure").
7.5. The Partners may only depart from the definition of Permitted Expenditure to include or exclude other revenue and capital expenditure with the express agreement of the Joint Commissioning Board.
7.6. For the avoidance of doubt, monies held in the Pooled Fund may not be expended on Default Liabilities unless this is agreed by all Partners whose Financial Contributions will be affected by such expenditure.
7.7. Pursuant to this Agreement, and the BCF Plan the Partners agree to identify which Partner is responsible for each Service Contract to be funded from the Pooled Funds. The details of the relevant Service Contracts and responsible Partner for each Service within each Individual Scheme are set out in the BCF Plan.
7.8. Each Partner who is a Host Partner for a Pooled Fund shall be responsible for:
7.8.1. holding all monies contributed to the Pooled Fund on behalf of itself and the other Partner (as applicable);
7.8.2. providing the financial administrative and audit systems for the Pooled Fund in accordance with applicable Laws; 
7.8.3. reporting to the Staffordshire BCF Strategic Lead and the Joint Commissioning Board on the delivery and performance of the Services (in accordance with the performance metrics set out in the BCF Plan); and
7.8.4. reporting to the Staffordshire BCF Strategic Lead and the Joint Commissioning Board on the expenditure of the Financial Contributions to the Pooled Fund (including in relation to Overspends and Underspends as set out in Clause 10 (Risk Share Arrangements Overspends and Underspends). 
7.9. The Partners agree and acknowledge that any new Pooled Funds in addition to those described in this Clause 7 and Schedule 7 will need to be created and approved in accordance with the governance arrangements set out in this Agreement (and in particular Schedule 2 (Governance). Where any additional Pooled Funds are agreed, the Partners shall also appoint a Host Partner to manage those Pooled Funds and shall record the same by way of a Variation to this Agreement. 
7.10. Each Partner shall make provision in its accounts separately for the income, expenditure, assets and liabilities which relate to or arise from expenditure on Individual Schemes and its financial interest in the Pooled Funds (ensuring that gross and net expenditure is identified separately).
7.11. Unless otherwise agreed by the Joint Commissioning Board the transfer of Financial Contributions specifically allocated to Individual Schemes or Services (as set out in the BCF Plan), shall not be permitted across or within the Pooled Funds.

8. [bookmark: _Ref501354925]MANAGEMENT OF THE STAFFORDSHIRE BCF 
8.1. The Partners agree that the Council and the ICB shall each nominate a Staffordshire BCF Strategic Lead to provide management support to the Partners and to support them in delivering the Better Care Fund. 
8.2. [bookmark: _Ref499803233]The Staffordshire BCF Strategic Leads shall, on behalf of the Partners, have the following duties and responsibilities:
8.2.1. liaising with relevant leads from each partner in respect of the administration of each of the relevant Pooled Funds and the expenditure of the Financial Contributions on the Services and reporting the same to the Joint Commissioning Board; 
8.2.2. supporting local system leaders, managers and practitioners to identify and unblock barriers and issues around Better Care Fund implementation in Staffordshire so that BCF/ integration plans can be developed, agreed, and delivered in accordance with the BCF Plan;
8.2.3. ensuring that the robust governance arrangements as set out in this Agreement are implemented and adhered to by the Partners and the members of the Joint Commissioning Board;
8.2.4. monitoring that all expenditure from the Pooled Funds is in accordance with the provisions of this Agreement, the BCF Plan and the relevant Scheme Specifications;
monitoring and reviewing performance of the Services as against the performance metrics set out in the BCF Plan (Schedule 1) and reporting the same to the Joint Commissioning Board;
8.2.5. maintaining an overview of all joint financial issues affecting the Partners in relation to the Services and the Pooled Funds and ensuring that the legal and financial aspects of the BCF Plan regarding this Agreement and the Pooled Funds are completed;
8.2.6. ensuring that full and proper records for accounting purposes are kept by the Host Partner in respect of each of the Pooled Funds;
8.2.7. reporting to the Joint Commissioning Board as required by the Joint Commissioning Board and the relevant Scheme Specifications;
8.2.8. preparing and submitting to the Joint Commissioning Board, the Health and Wellbeing Board, and/or the national BCF implementation team  Quarterly (or more frequent reports if required by the Programme Joint Commissioning Board) financial and performance reports showing (in addition to the financial information already set out in this Clause 8.4 above) the activity levels and achievement of outcomes within the Services in a format to be agreed by the Joint Commissioning Board;
8.2.9. preparing and submitting an annual return about the income and expenditure from the Pooled Funds together with such other information as may be required by the Partners and the Joint Commissioning Board to monitor the effectiveness of the Pooled Funds, in order to enable the Partners to complete their own financial accounts and returns;
8.2.10. ensuring that the Partners are able to meet all of their statutory financial reporting requirements arising in connection with this Agreement including the Partners’ own audit obligations (the time frame for the delivery of such reporting requirements, to be agreed by the Joint Commissioning Board in accordance with the Partners’ respective requirements);
8.2.11. supporting development of a three to five year plan for the alignment and integration of health and care commissioning and budgets, taking into account the Partners’ requirements for governance and risk sharing; and
8.2.12. developing and fostering productive working relationships between health and social care, housing partners and system leaders on matters relating to the Better Care Fund and to the health and social care agenda generally within Staffordshire.
8.3. In carrying out their responsibilities as provided under Clause 8.4 the Staffordshire BCF Strategic Leads shall comply with the recommendations of the Joint Commissioning Board and shall be accountable to the Partners.
8.4. The Partners agree to provide all information necessary to the Staffordshire BCF Strategic Leads and at such times as is reasonably required, so as to enable the Staffordshire BCF Strategic Leads to comply with its obligations set out in this Clause 8.


9. [bookmark: _Ref501355269]FINANCIAL CONTRIBUTIONS
9.1. The Financial Contributions comprising the Pooled Funds during the Initial Term, together with the mechanisms for their payment are set out in Schedule 7 (Partners Financial Contributions and Agreed Cash Transfers). 
9.2. If the Term of this Agreement is continued beyond the Initial Term, the Financial Contributions for that period will be determined by the Joint Commissioning Board following the governance process set out at Schedule 2 (Governance Process).
9.3. The dates times and manner of payment of the Cash Transfers are set out in Schedule 7 and a Change shall be recorded accordingly in accordance with the process set out in Clause 28 and Schedule 4 (Change Control) where a change to the date, time or manner of those payments is agreed by the Joint Commissioning Board.
9.4. The funds to be drawn down or expended from the Financial Contributions to the Pooled Funds are set out in the BCF Plan. 
9.5. No provision of this Agreement shall preclude the Partners from making additional contributions of Non-Recurrent Payments to the Pooled Funds from time to time by mutual agreement where permitted to do so by the Regulations and the Partners’ statutory obligations.  Any such additional contributions of Non-Recurrent Payments shall be explicitly recorded in Joint Commissioning Board minutes and recorded in the budget statement as a separate item.
10. [bookmark: _Ref501355305]RISK SHARE ARRANGEMENTS, OVERSPENDS AND UNDERSPENDS
Risk share arrangements
10.1. The Partners have agreed that this BCF Plan (Schedule 1) does not include any risk share arrangements which provide for financial risks arising within the commissioning of Services from the Pooled Funds because the Services are to be commissioned within the limitations of the Partners’ Financial Contributions and monitored in accordance with the terms of this Agreement.
10.2. Any financial risks arising within the commissioning of Services from the Pooled Funds will be dealt with on a case by case basis and dealt with as agreed at the time within the Joint Commissioning Board under and in accordance with the governance process set out at Schedule 2 (Governance).

Overspends
10.3. The Host Partner shall manage expenditure from a Pooled Fund within the Financial Contributions and shall ensure that the expenditure is limited to Permitted Expenditure.
10.4. [bookmark: _Ref499803349]Assurance shall be provided by the Host Partner to the Staffordshire BCF Strategic Leads, where requested by the Staffordshire BCF Strategic Leads, to demonstrate that any expenditure incurred from the Financial Contributions drawn down or expended by the Host Partner from a Pooled Fund is Permitted Expenditure.
10.5. The Host Partner shall not be in breach of its obligations under this Agreement if an Overspend occurs PROVIDED THAT the only expenditure from a Pooled Fund has been authorised in accordance with Permitted Expenditure and that that Partner has informed the Joint Commissioning Board of such Overspend.
10.6. In the event that the Staffordshire BCF Strategic Leads or a Partner identifies an actual or projected Overspend, the Staffordshire BCF Strategic Lead must ensure that the Joint Commissioning Board is informed as soon as reasonably possible.  The Partners agree that any Overspend actual or projected shall be the responsibility of the Host Partner to which the Overspend relates.
10.7. The Partners shall inform the Staffordshire BCF Strategic Leads of any actual or projected Overspends coming to their attention in order to enable the Staffordshire BCF Strategic Lead to discharge their duties in accordance with Clause 10.6 of this Agreement.
Overspends in Joint (Aligned) Commissioning Arrangements
10.8. Where in Joint (Aligned) Commissioning Arrangements a Partner forecasts an Overspend in relation to a Partner’s own Financial Contribution, that Partner shall as soon as reasonably practicable inform the other Partner and the Joint Commissioning Board.
Underspends
10.9. In the event that expenditure from any Pooled Fund in any Financial Year is less than the aggregate value of the Financial Contributions made for that Financial Year the Host Partner, shall:
10.9.1. inform the Joint Commissioning  Board via the Staffordshire BCF Strategic Leads of the details of the Underspend to include but not limited to:
(a) what Service the Underspend relates to;
(b) the value of the Underspend,
(c) how the Underspend has arisen; and
(d) what that Partner is proposing to spend the Underspend on in line with the BCF Plan and Scheme Specifications
10.9.2. not expend or enter into any Service Contract using that Underspend until any proposed use of that Underspend has been agreed by the Joint Commissioning Board. 
11. [bookmark: _Ref501355823]CAPITAL EXPENDITURE
11.1. The Pooled Funds shall not (without agreement between the Partners in accordance with the governance arrangements set out in this Agreement) be applied towards any one-off expenditure on goods and/or services, which would provide continuing benefit and would historically have been funded from the capital budgets of one of the Partners.  If a need for capital expenditure is identified this must be agreed by the Partners via the Joint Commissioning Board.
12. [bookmark: _Ref501355842]VAT
12.1. [bookmark: _Ref499737140]The treatment of the Pooled Funds for VAT purposes shall be in accordance with any relevant guidance issued by HMRC
12.2. Subject to Clause 12.1 and unless expressly agreed otherwise, expenditure incurred by a Host Partner from a Pooled Fund, shall be subject to that Host Partner’s own VAT regime. 
13. [bookmark: _Ref501355877]AUDIT AND RIGHT OF ACCESS
13.1. All Partners shall promote a culture of probity and sound financial discipline and control.  Each Host Partner shall arrange for the audit of the accounts of the relevant Pooled Fund in accordance with the Local Audit and Accountability Act 2014.
13.2. All internal and external auditors and all other persons authorised by the Partners will be given the right of access by them to any document, information or explanation they require from any employee of the Partner in order to carry out their duties.  This right is not limited to financial information or accounting records and applies equally to premises or equipment used in connection with this Agreement.  Access may be at any time without notice, provided there is good cause for access without notice.
14. [bookmark: _Ref501355912]LIABILITIES AND INSURANCE AND INDEMNITY
14.1. [bookmark: _Ref499737399]Subject to Clause 14.2, and 14.3, if a Partner (“First Partner”) incurs a Loss arising out of or in connection with this Agreement or the Services Contract as a consequence of any act or omission of the other Partner  (“Other Partner”) which constitutes negligence, fraud or a breach of contract in relation to this Agreement or the Services Contracts then the Other Partner shall be liable to the First Partner for that Loss and shall indemnify the First Partner accordingly.
14.2. [bookmark: _Ref499737287]Clause 14.1 shall only apply to the extent that the acts or omissions of the Other Partners contributed to the relevant Loss. Furthermore, it shall not apply if such act or omission occurred as a consequence of the Other Partner acting in accordance with the instructions of the First Partner or the  Joint Commissioning Board.
14.3. [bookmark: _Ref499737305]If any third party makes a claim or intimates an intention to make a claim against a Partner, which may reasonably be considered as likely to give rise to liability under this Clause 14 (Liabilities and Insurance and Indemnity), the Partner that may claim against the other indemnifying Partner will:
14.3.1. as soon as reasonably practicable give written notice of that matter to the Other Partner specifying in reasonable detail the nature of the relevant claim;
14.3.2. not make any admission of liability, agreement or compromise in relation to the relevant claim without the prior written consent of the Other Partner (such consent not to be unreasonably conditioned, withheld or delayed); and
14.3.3. give the Other Partner and its professional advisers reasonable access to its premises and personnel and to any relevant assets, accounts, documents and records within its power or control so as to enable the indemnifying Partner and its professional advisers to examine such premises, assets, accounts, documents and records and to take copies at their own expense for the purpose of assessing the merits of, and if necessary defending, the relevant claim.
14.4. Each Partner shall ensure that they maintain policies of insurance (or equivalent arrangements through schemes operated by the National Health Service Litigation Authority) in respect of all potential liabilities arising from this Agreement.
14.5. Each Partner shall at all times take all reasonable steps to minimise and mitigate any loss for which any one of the Partners is entitled to bring a claim against the other pursuant to this Agreement.
15. [bookmark: _Ref501355942]STANDARDS OF CONDUCT AND SERVICE
15.1. The Partners shall at all times comply with Law and ensure good corporate governance in respect of each Partner’s organisation (including the Partners’ respective Standing Orders and Standing Financial Instructions).
15.2. The Council is subject to the duty of Best Value under the Local Government Act 1999. This Agreement and the operation of the Pooled Funds is therefore subject to the Council’s obligations for Best Value and the other Partners will co-operate with all reasonable requests from the Council which the Council considers necessary in order to fulfil its Best Value obligations.
15.3. The ICB is subject to the ICB’s Statutory Duties and these incorporate a duty of clinical governance, which is a framework through which the ICB is accountable for continuously improving the quality of their services and safeguarding high standards of care by creating an environment in which excellence in clinical care will flourish.  This Agreement and the operation of the Pooled Funds are therefore subject to ensuring compliance with the ICB’s Statutory Duties and clinical governance obligations.
15.4. The Partners are committed to an approach to equality and equal opportunities as represented in their respective policies.  The Partners will maintain and develop these policies as applied to Service provision, with the aim of developing a joint strategy for all elements of the Services.

16. [bookmark: _Ref501355966]CONFLICTS OF INTEREST
16.1. The Partners shall comply with any agreed policy for identifying and managing conflicts of interest and until such policy is agreed as set out in Schedule 5 (Conflicts of Interest Policy).
17. [bookmark: _Ref501355995]GOVERNANCE
17.1. Overall strategic oversight of partnership working between the Staffordshire ICB and the Council is vested in the Health and Well Being Board, which for these purposes shall make recommendations to the Partners.  The Staffordshire ICB and the Council will consult with Stoke ICB (via the Staffordshire ICB’ Accountable Officer) and obtain their consent as necessary, as to any action required to be taken by the Partners as a result of the Health and Wellbeing Board’s recommendations, where that action will affect or have consequences for the Stoke Contribution or the Services to be provided to the Cross Border Service Users.
17.2. [bookmark: _Ref499802850]The Joint Commissioning Board is based on a joint working group structure.  Each member of the Joint Commissioning Board  is an officer appointed as a representative of  the Partners and will have individual delegated responsibility from the Partner authorising them to make decisions which enable the Joint Commissioning Board to carry out its objects, roles, duties and functions as set out in this Clause 17 (Governance) and Schedule 2 (Governance).  
17.3. The terms of reference of the Joint Commissioning Board with which it shall comply are as set out in Schedule 2 (Governance).
17.4. Each Partner has secured internal reporting arrangements to ensure the standards of accountability and probity required by each Partner's own statutory duties and organisation are complied with.
18. [bookmark: _Ref501356015]REVIEW
18.1. Save where the Joint Commissioning Board otherwise determines, the Partners shall undertake an annual review (“Annual Review”) of the operation of this Agreement, the Pooled Fund and the provision of the Services within 3 Months of the end of each Financial Year during the Term and at the end of the Term.
18.2. The Partners are not required to perform more than one Annual Review during the duration of the Initial Term.
18.3. Subject to any variations to this process required by the Joint Commissioning Board, Annual Reviews shall be conducted in good faith and, where applicable, in accordance with the governance arrangements set out in Schedule 2 (Governance).
18.4. [bookmark: _Ref499794764]The Partners shall within 20 Working Days of the Annual Review prepare a joint annual report (“Annual Report”) documenting the matters referred to in this Clause 18.  A copy of the Annual Report shall be provided to the Joint Commissioning Board
18.5. In the event that the Partners fail to meet any of the National Conditions or the requirements of the Better Care Fund, the Partners shall provide full co-operation to NHS England in order to agree a recovery plan.
18.6. During the Term of this Agreement the Partners undertake that they will, where appropriate, consider implementing Integrated Commissioning Arrangements in respect of new Service Contracts to be commissioned or existing Service Contracts to be re-commissioned in connection with the delivery of the Better Care Fund Plan.
19. [bookmark: _Ref501356043]COMPLAINTS
19.1. Subject to the remaining provisions of this Clause 19 (Complaints), a Partner’s own complaints procedures shall apply to complaints received by it in connection with Services commissioned by it pursuant to this Agreement or in connection with its obligations pursuant to this Agreement.
19.2. The Partners agree to assist one another in the management of complaints arising from this Agreement or the provision of the Services.
19.3. During the Term, the Partners shall develop and operate a joint complaints protocol that shall be applied to complaints subsequently received in connection with any Services that have been commissioned in accordance with Clause 6 (Commissioning Arrangements).
19.4. The Partners shall comply with national guidance and any local complaints protocols developed from time to time in determining how to address and manage complaints.
19.5. Each Partner receiving a complaint relating to the Services shall (where appropriate) inform and consult with the Director of Health and Care for the Council and the Chief Executive of the ICB and the Joint Commissioning Board regarding receipt of, details of and management of that complaint.
20. [bookmark: _Ref501356066]TERMINATION ON NOTICE AND ON DEFAULT
20.1. If any Partner (“Relevant Partner”) fails to meet any of its obligations under this Agreement, the other Partner  may by notice require the Relevant Partner to take such reasonable action within a reasonable timescale as the other Partner may specify to rectify such failure.  Should the Relevant Partner fail to rectify such failure within such reasonable timescale, the matter shall be referred for resolution in accordance with Clause 21 (Dispute Resolution).
20.2. Either Partner shall be entitled to terminate this Agreement on 12 months’ notice in writing to the other Partner, provided that any such notice shall not be permitted to take effect on a day which is not the last day of a Financial Year.
20.3. Termination of this Agreement shall be without prejudice to the Partners’ rights in respect of any antecedent breach and any terms of this Agreement which either expressly or by implication survive termination of this Agreement.
Upon termination of this Agreement, the Partners agree to cooperate to ensure an orderly wind down of their joint activities and to use their best endeavours to minimise disruption to the health and social care services which are provided to the Service Users.
20.4. [bookmark: _Ref499796748]Upon termination of this Agreement the following shall apply:
20.4.1. the Partners agree that they will work together and co-operate (where applicable) to ensure that the winding down and disaggregation of the integrated and joint activities (to which they are party), and the separation of their responsibilities, is carried out smoothly and with as little disruption as possible to Service Users, employees, the Partners and third parties, so as to minimise costs and liabilities of each Partner in doing so;
20.4.2. where any Partner has entered into a Service Contract which continues after the termination of this Agreement, the other Partner shall continue to contribute to the Contract Price in accordance with the agreed contribution for that Service prior to termination and will enter into all appropriate legal documentation required in respect of this;
20.4.3. the Lead Commissioner shall make reasonable endeavours to amend or terminate a Service Contract (which shall for the avoidance of doubt not include any act or omission that would place the Lead Commissioner in breach of the Service Contract) where the other Partner requests the same in writing provided that the Lead Commissioner shall not be required to make any payments to the Provider for such amendment or termination unless the Partners shall have agreed in advance who shall be responsible for any such payment.
20.4.4. where a Service Contract held by a Lead Commissioner relates all or partially to services which relate to another Partner's Functions then provided that the Service Contract allows, the other Partner may request that the Lead Commissioner assigns the Service Contract in whole or part upon the same terms mutatis mutandis as the original contract.
the Joint Commissioning Board’s functions associated with this Agreement shall continue for the remainder of any contracts and commitments arising under this Agreement; and
20.4.5. termination of this Agreement shall have no effect on the liability of any rights or remedies of any Partner already accrued, prior to the date upon which such termination takes effect.
20.5. In the event of termination in relation to an Individual Scheme, the provisions of Clause 20.5 shall apply (with such changes as are necessary to make sense in the context) to the Individual Scheme (as though references in this Agreement were to that Individual Scheme).
20.6. The Partners agree that following termination of this Agreement and whilst required to do so by NHS England and any applicable Law, the ICB will enter into a new annual written agreement with the Council, pursuant to section 256 of the 2006 Act in order to transfer to the Council any funds required for the purposes of the protection of Adult Social Care.
21. [bookmark: _Ref501356505]DISPUTE RESOLUTION
[bookmark: _Ref499796915]In the event of a dispute between the Partners arising out of this Agreement, a Partner may serve written notice of the dispute on the other Partner, setting out full details of the dispute. For the avoidance of doubt, in the event of a dispute arising between the Partners, the Partners shall be entitled to receive notice of that dispute within five (5) Working Days and to participate in dispute resolution pursuant to this Clause 21 (Dispute Resolution
21.1. [bookmark: _Ref499796935]The Authorised Officers of  the Partners entitled to attend dispute resolution, shall meet in good faith, as soon as possible and in any event within five (5) Working Days of the date of the notice of the dispute sent to  of the other Partners pursuant to Clause 21.1, for the purpose of resolving the dispute between  the Partners. One of the Partner’s Authorised Officers shall be nominated to schedule and chair the meeting.
21.2. If the dispute remains after the meeting detailed in Clause 21.2 has taken place (or in any event after any time specified by the chair in that meeting by which the dispute should be resolved) (“Resolution Date”), then the Partners will attempt to settle such dispute by mediation in accordance with the Centre for Effective Dispute Resolution’s (“CEDR”) model mediation procedure or any other model mediation procedure as agreed by the Partners (“Model Mediation Procedure”).  To initiate a mediation, a Partner may give notice in writing (a "Mediation Notice") to the other Partner requesting mediation of the dispute and shall send a copy thereof to CEDR or an equivalent mediation organisation as agreed by the Partners asking them to nominate a mediator.  The Mediation Notice must be served by one or more Partners no later than 5 Working Days from the Resolution Date.  The mediation shall commence within twenty (20) Working Days of the Mediation Notice being served.  No Partner will terminate such mediation until each of them has made its opening presentation and the mediator has met each of them separately for at least one (1) hour.  Thereafter, paragraph 14 of the Model Mediation Procedure will apply (or the equivalent paragraph of any other model mediation procedure agreed by the Partners).  The Partners will co-operate with any person appointed as mediator, providing him with such information and other assistance as he shall require and will pay his costs as he shall determine or in the absence of such determination such costs will be shared equally by the Partners.
21.3. Nothing in the procedure set out in this Clause 21 (Dispute Resolution) shall in any way affect the rights of the ICB or the Council to terminate this Agreement in accordance with any of its terms or any Partners’ right to take immediate legal action.
22. [bookmark: _Ref501356620]FORCE MAJEURE
22.1. No Partner shall be entitled to bring a claim for a breach of obligations under this Agreement by the other Partner or incur any liability to the other Partner for any losses or damages incurred by that Partner to the extent that a Force Majeure Event occurs and it is prevented from carrying out its obligations by that Force Majeure Event.
22.2. [bookmark: _Ref499797180]On the occurrence of a Force Majeure Event, the Affected Partner shall notify the other Partner as soon as practicable. As soon as practicable, following notification as detailed in Clause 22.2, the Partners shall consult with each other in good faith and use all best endeavours to agree appropriate terms to mitigate the effects of the Force Majeure Event and, subject to Clause 22.2, facilitate the continued performance of the Agreement.
22.4. If the Force Majeure Event continues for a period of more than forty five (45) Working days, the Affected Partner shall have the right to terminate the Agreement by giving ten (10) Working days written notice of termination to the other Partner.  For the avoidance of doubt, no compensation shall be payable by any Partner as a direct consequence of this Agreement being terminated in accordance with this Clause 22.

23.1. In respect of any Confidential Information a Partner receives from the other  Partner (the "Discloser") and subject always to the remainder of this Clause 23, each Partner (the "Recipient”) undertakes to keep secret and strictly confidential and shall not disclose any such Confidential Information to any third party, without the Discloser’s prior written consent provided that:

26.3.3. have policies which are rigorously applied that describe individual personal responsibilities for handling Personal Data;
26.3.4. have agreed protocols for sharing Personal Data with other NHS and non-NHS organisations; and
26.3.5. perform an annual information governance self-assessment.
26.4. The Partners will ensure that the operation of this Agreement complies with Law, in particular the Data Protection Legislation, updating the Information Governance Protocol by way of a Variation as is considered necessary by the Joint Commissioning Board.
26.5. To the extent that any Partner (including its staff) is acting as a "Data Processor" on behalf of any other Partner, that Partner shall, in particular, but without limitation:
26.5.1. notify the Partner acting as “Data Controller” immediately if it considers that any of the Data Controller’s instructions infringe the Data Protection Legislation;
26.5.2. provide all reasonable assistance to the Data Controller in the preparation of any Data Protection impact assessment prior to commencing any processing.  Such assistance may, at the discretion of the Data Controller, include:

26.5.4. ensure that it has in place protective measures, which have been reviewed and approved by the Data Controller as appropriate to protect against a Data Loss Event having taken account of the:
(a) nature of the data to be protected;
(b) harm that might result from a Data Loss Event;
(c) state of technological development; and
(d) cost of implementing any measures;
26.5.5. ensure that: 
(a) the Data Processor Personnel do not process Personal Data except in accordance with this Agreement;
(b) it takes all reasonable steps to ensure the reliability and integrity of any Data Processor Personnel who have access to the Personal Data and ensure that they:
i. are aware of and comply with the Data Processor’s duties under this clause;
ii. are subject to appropriate confidentiality undertakings with the Data Processor or any sub-processor;
iii. are informed of the confidential nature of the Personal Data and do not publish, disclose or divulge any of the Personal Data to any third party unless directed in writing to do so by the Data Controller or as otherwise permitted by this Agreement; 
iv. have undergone adequate training in the use, care, protection and handling of Personal Data; and 
v. are aware of and trained in the policies and procedures identified in Clauses 26.4.4 and 26.4.5 above.
26.5.6. not transfer Personal Data outside of the EU unless the prior written consent of the Data Controller has been obtained and the following conditions are fulfilled:
(a) the Data Controller or the Data Processor has provided appropriate safeguards in relation to the as determined by the Data Controller;
(b) the Data Subject has enforceable rights and effective legal remedies;
(c) the Data Processor complies with its obligations under the Data Protection Legislation by providing an adequate level of protection to any Personal Data that is transferred (or, if it is not so bound, uses its best endeavours to assist the Data Controller in meeting its obligations); and
(d) the Data Processor complies with any reasonable instructions notified to it in advance by the Data Controller with respect to the processing of the Personal Data;
26.5.7. at the written direction of the Data Controller, delete or return Personal Data (and any copies of it) to the Data Controller on termination of the Agreement unless the Data Processor is required by Law to retain the Personal Data. 
26.5.8. shall maintain complete and accurate records and information to demonstrate their compliance with this clause 26. 
26.5.9. allow for audits of its Data Processing activity by the Data Controller or the Data Controller’s designated auditor.
26.5.10. designate a data protection officer if required by the Data Protection Legislation.
26.6. Before allowing any sub-processor to process any Personal Data related to this Agreement, the Data Processor must:
26.6.1. notify the Data Controller in writing of the intended sub-processor and processing;
26.6.2. obtain the written consent of the Data Controller;
26.6.3. enter into a written agreement with the sub-processor which give effect to the terms set out in this clause 26 such that they apply to the sub-processor; and
26.6.4. provide the Data Controller with such information regarding the sub-processor as the Data Controller may reasonably require.
26.7. The Data Processor shall remain fully liable for all acts or omissions of any sub-processor. Subject to clause 26.6, the Data Processor shall notify the other Partners immediately if it:
26.7.1. receives a Data Subject access request (or purported Data Subject access request);
26.7.2. receives a request to rectify, block or erase any Personal Data;
26.7.3. receives any other request, complaint or communication relating to its  obligations under the Data Protection Legislation;
26.7.4. receives any communication from the Information Commissioner or any other regulatory authority in connection with Personal Data processed under this Agreement;
26.7.5. receives a request from any third party for disclosure of Personal Data where compliance with such request is required or purported to be required by Law; or
26.7.6. becomes aware of a Data Loss Event.
26.8. The Data Processor’s obligations to notify under clause 26.8 shall include the provision of further information to the Data Controller in phases, as details become available.
26.9. Taking into account the nature of the processing, each Partner shall provide the other with full assistance in relation to each Partner’s obligations under Data Protection Legislation and any complaint, communication or request made under clause 26.8 (and insofar as possible within the timescales reasonably required by the Partners) including by promptly providing:
26.9.1. the other Partner with full details and copies of the complaint, communication or request;
26.9.2. such assistance as is reasonably requested by the other Partner to enable the it to comply with a Data Subject access request within the relevant timescales set out in the Data Protection Legislation;

Any Partner may, at any time on not less than 30 Working Days’ notice, revise this clause by replacing it with any applicable controller to processor standard clauses or similar terms forming part of an applicable certification scheme (which shall apply when incorporated by attachment to this Agreement).
26.11. The Partners agree to take account of any guidance issued by the Information Commissioner’s Office. Each Partner may on not less than 30 Working Days’ notice to the other amend this agreement to ensure that it complies with any guidance issued by the Information Commissioner’s Office. 
26.12. Each Partner shall indemnify and keep indemnified the other Partners against all Losses incurred by it in respect of any breach of this clause 26 by the defaulting Partner, except to the extent that such breach was attributable to any act, omission or direction of the non-defaulting Partner.

0. Introduction
In order to achieve the mutual objectives of the Partners, as set out in this Agreement and to support the delivery of the Individual Schemes, the Partners agree that there shall be a utilisation of the collective effort, talent and resources of board members, managers and staff at all levels of the Partnership. 
The Joint Commissioning Board provides leadership and oversight to the development and implementation of the BCF Plan. The remit of the Joint Commissioning Board is wider than the Better Care Fund, and this schedule describes only those areas that are in relation to the governance of the Better Care Fund.
0. Outcomes
In this Schedule the “Outcomes” means the Better Care Fund outcomes, priorities and Local Objectives set out in the BCF Plan (which is attached to Schedule 1 of this Agreement). 
0. Partnership Governance 
The Partners have agreed to create a framework for decisions to be made in connection with this Agreement, by employing open and transparent processes to deliver the Outcomes.  In doing so the Partners agree that they shall undertake a review of the governance arrangements set out in this Schedule 2 on an annual basis. 
0. Governance Boards
Governance and reporting requirements in respect of the delivery of the Better Care Fund shall be delivered by the following governance boards:
the Staffordshire Health and Wellbeing Board (“HWB”); and
the Joint Commissioning Board(“JCB”);
The JCB may also from time to time have wider obligations to ensure collaborative working between the Partners in order to assist them with meeting their mutual objectives in accordance with the terms of this Agreement. 
The responsibilities of the JCB, are set out in paragraph 3 of Appendix A (Joint Commissioning Board Terms of Reference) to this Schedule 2.  
Accountability for delivery is held jointly by the Authorised Officers under this Agreement and who are accountable to the Council’s Cabinet, the ICB Board and the HWB.
The HWB has overarching accountability for the delivery of the integrated commissioning programme, as set out in Appendix B (Governance Diagram). 
The implementation and management of the BCF Plan is overseen on a day to day basis by the Staffordshire BCF Strategic Lead and reporting to the JCB co-chaired by the Partners’ respective Authorised Officers on a rotating basis (and as more particularly specified in Appendix A (Joint Commissioning Board Terms of Reference) to this Schedule 2. The JCB reports into the HWB, the Council’s Cabinet and the ICB Board.
Joint working is promoted and supported on a number of levels in terms of formalised meeting structures, agile colocation of commissioning staff to aid communication and coordination of agendas and exploration of shared challenges through A&E delivery boards and the STP process.
A fully populated risk log has been developed in partnership with stakeholders and a description of how risks will be managed operationally and this is viewed and discussed by the JCB at regular intervals.
Co-ordination and management of operational delivery of the Better Care Fund will be exercised through the JCB. It will include senior representatives from the Council, the  ICB and other key partners including district representation, where required.
The JCB will be supported by a small programme management office; it will maintain oversight of all the Individual Schemes within the BCF Plan and will have two primary responsibilities:
to implement the required infrastructure for the BCF (e.g. Pooled Fund arrangements, governance arrangements etc.)
to oversee the co-ordination and delivery of the Individual Service Schemes included in the BCF Plan.
Any decisions affecting the delivery of local services (ICB aligned) will be agreed by local Commissioning and Finance Committees / Governing Bodies as appropriate to enable partners to exercise their statutory duties before final sign off at the HWB.  
The BCF Plan will be delivered through a Pooled Fund under and in accordance with the governance arrangements in this Agreement.  Co-ordination and expertise in learning, evaluation and workforce development will be continuously provided by a central programme management office. A robust business plan and governance process will accommodate a diverse range of activities but effectively hold teams and the system to account for achieving the required pace of evolution and level of impact.
0. JCB Responsibilities
The JCB shall be required to review the “JCB Responsibilities” (set out in paragraph 3 of Appendix A (Joint Commissioning Board Terms of Reference) to this Schedule 2) on an annual basis to ensure that its responsibilities set out therein continue to ensure that it is able to meet the objectives of the Partners and assist with the delivery of the Outcomes as contemplated by this Agreement.
Any variations to the JCB Responsibilities shall be approved by the Partners in accordance with Clause 28 of the Agreement (Variations and Changes) and updated copies of the varied paragraphs  shall be circulated to all JCB members.
0. Partner Key Decisions
Where a matter arises for decision making at JCB level, consideration of which would require the JCB or individual board member to exceed the delegated authority of the Partners or the authority given to that individual board member by the Partner whom it represents in order to make a decision (a “Key Decision”) then the JCB or individual board member shall refer the Key Decision to the Council’s and the ICB’s Senior Responsible Officers for the BCF (whose contact details and names are as specified in Clause 27 of this Agreement) respectively and as appropriate in accordance with those organisations’ own schemes of delegation and the clauses below to enable them to make a decision on the matter and the JCB shall not be entitled to vote upon the Key Decision.
For the purpose of this paragraph 6 and in relation to the Council only, the term Key Decision shall have the meaning as ascribed in the Staffordshire County Council Constitution dated 4 September 2017 which at the Commencement Date is as follows: ‘The Cabinet is responsible for taking ‘Key Decisions’ which are decisions termed significant, whether in financial terms or in its effects in the communities living or working in an area comprising two or more electoral divisions in the county area’. 


Appendix A: Joint Commissioning Board Terms of Reference
1. Purpose

1.1. The Staffordshire Joint Commissioning Board (JCB) has been established to provide leadership and oversight to the development and implementation of joint commissioning between Staffordshire County Council (the Council) and the ICB). Its remit also includes the Staffordshire Better Care Fund (BCF).

2. Scope

2.1. The scope of the JCB will include services commissioned by the ICB and the Council where it is agreed that these services are to be jointly commissioned or where joint funding arrangements are in place.

2.2. At this stage, the JCB has a focus on older people, however, further joint commissioning in other areas, for example, children’s services, will be included in the scope of the JCB if appropriate and by agreement of both the ICB and the Council.

3. Role and Responsibilities

3.1. The JCB will be responsible for:

3.1.1. Discussing and developing areas for joint commissioning based on where a partnership approach would improve outcomes for Staffordshire residents and promote greater efficiencies

3.1.2. Developing joint commissioning proposals (options appraisals, business cases, financial modelling etc) for consideration by the Partners

3.1.3. Ensuring that all decisions made in respect of joint commissioning are made in line with the schemes of delegation of each Partner 

3.1.4. Ensuring the implementation of any agreed joint commissioning arrangements

3.1.5. Monitoring the financial and non-financial performance of any agreed joint commissioning arrangements

3.1.6. Ensuring compliance with any specific reporting requirements and legal agreements associated with any agreed joint commissioning arrangements

3.1.7. Ensuring compliance with rules and restrictions associated with any funding, including specific grant funding

3.1.8. Ensuring adequate consideration is given to risks identified and agreeing mitigating actions

3.1.9. Considering reports on budget monitoring, audit and inspection in relation to those services which are jointly commissioned

3.1.10. Seeking assurance on the quality and safety of jointly commissioned services in relation to key performance indicators and standards and, where performance is outside of expected levels, receiving and considering exception reports and making necessary 


3.1.11. Reviewing the JCB Terms of Reference annually

4.2. Core members are required to attend at least 70% of meetings per annum. Should core members be unable to attend a meeting they may nominate someone to attend in their place.

4.3. JCB meetings will be quorate if there are at least [4] members in attendance with a minimum of 1 from each organisation (to be either the Co-Chair or the lead commissioning representative).

5. Meeting arrangements

5.1. The JCB will meet quarterly for 2 hours.

5.2. The meeting with be co-chaired by the Director of Health and Care (Council) and the Chief Transformation Officer for the ICB.

5.3. The Co-Chair’s may at any time convene extraordinary meetings to consider business that requires urgent attention or when required to manage significant risks as advised by the BCF Programme Manager.

The JCB will be accountable to the Council and the ICB and will report to the Staffordshire HWB. 
5.4. The JCB administration is as follows:
· Draft agenda to be agreed with Co-Chairs and sent to board members 10 Working Days before the meeting
· Request for papers to be sent to board members 7 Working Days before the meeting
· Final agenda and papers to be sent to board members 3 Working Days before the meeting
· Meeting notes and an updated action log to be sent to board members 5 Working Days after the meeting

6. Governance and Decision Making

6.1. While the JCB can make operational decisions, it is not authorised to make decisions which have financial, quality or pathway implications. 

6.2. JCB decisions will be made on a consensus basis. Where consensus cannot be reached, the matter will be deferred for further consideration by the parties and will be reconsidered after further discussions between the Co-Chair and respective Partner leads.

6.3. The Partners are required to operate within their scheme of delegation and to seek approval of such decisions by the Council’s Senior Leadership Team, Cabinet and / or Full Council and the ICB Board, as appropriate.

6.4. Where items require decision by a Member or Officer of the Council, the requirements of the Local Government Act 2000 in relation to publication of Forward Plans, Agendas, Reports and Decision Notices will be fully complied with.

6.5. Decisions that are ‘key decisions’ within the meaning of the Local Government Act 2000 are subject to the Council’s ‘call-in’ procedures and cannot be implemented until the time for call-in has expired.

7. Dispute Resolution

7.1. The JCB will seek to reach agreement on a consensus basis at all times. Where this is not possible any matter will be initially referred to the Co-Chairs for informal resolution. If this is unsuccessful the formal Dispute Resolution contained within the relevant legal agreement will be followed.

8. Declarations of Interest

8.1. Declarations of interest must be notified to the Co-Chairs prior to meetings. Where a conflict of interest arises, the Co-Chairs will determine if it represents a material conflict. The Co-Chair may direct a member not to attend the meeting or may ask him/her to leave for the duration of the relevant part of the meeting. 

9. Freedom of Information

9.1. The agendas, papers, meeting notes and action log of the meetings of the JCB are subject to the provisions of the Freedom of Information Act 2000 and the Data Protection Legislation.

Part I

1. CHANGE CONTROL
1.1. The Partners agree that Changes to this Agreement may be necessary during the Term and have agreed that they shall follow the process set out in Clause 28 (Variations and Changes) and this Schedule 4 (Change Control) and Schedule 2 (Governance) to agree, give effect to and to record any such changes.
1.2. All Changes must:
1.2.1. be consistent with the Better Care Fund Plan, Outcomes (as defined in Schedule 2) and / or Scheme Specifications;
1.2.2. be in accordance with the scope of the Partners’ respective authorisations already given with respect to entering into this Agreement when considered:
1.2.2.1. in isolation of any other Changes; and
1.2.2.2. accumulatively with all other Changes made previously since the Commencement Date;
1.2.3. Subject to Clause 1.6 below, be discussed and agreed amongst the Joint Commissioning Board as a matter that requires a change to this Agreement or any part of it; and/or
1.2.4. not have the potential to create a significant change in public perception or view of either Partner.
1.2.5. must be formally documented and signed by each Partners’ authorised signatory prior to implementation and recorded in the Change and Variation Log.
1.3. All matters which do not qualify as a Change under Clause 1.2.1, 1.2.2 and 1.2.4 of this Schedule 4 (Change Control Process) will be considered as a Variation and must be approved by the Partners’ own internal governance structures to be approved and authorised before being submitted as a formal Variation to this Agreement, to the Joint Commissioning Board, for approval and being entered into the Change and Variation Log in accordance with Clause 28 of this Agreement (Variations and Changes).
1.4. Either Partner may individually or jointly seek the introduction of a Change through the Joint Commissioning Board
1.5. All Variations and Changes will be recorded in the Variations and Change Log.  Each Partner shall be entitled to access to the Change and Variation Log which shall be kept and maintained by the Council.  The Change and Variation Log shall be reviewed by the Joint Commissioning Board each month.
1.6. If there are any unresolved issues as part of the Change Control Process these shall be addressed as a Dispute in accordance with Clause 21 (Dispute Resolution).
MINOR CHANGES
1.7. For the purposes of 1.2.3 of this Schedule 4 (Change Control Process) where the Change is a Minor Change the matter will only be discussed where the members of the Joint Commissioning Board expressly request the Change be discussed following its submission as a proposed Minor Change as an information item to the  Joint Commissioning Board
1.8. Minor Changes do not need to be signed by the Partners and will be deemed as having been approved by the Joint Commissioning Board where they have been submitted to the Joint Commissioning Board under and in accordance with Schedule 2 (Governance Process) as a proposed Minor Change as an information item and no objections have been raised at the relevant Joint Commissioning Board Meeting.
MAJOR CHANGES
1.9. All Major Changes require a Business Case to be prepared before the Change is implemented.  Before a Business Case is prepared the Major Change shall first be presented to the Joint Commissioning Board using the Change Request Form.  The Joint Commissioning Board will respond to that request at the next Joint Commissioning Board Meeting.  All Change Request Forms approved at Joint Commissioning Board shall cause a Business Case to be prepared and presented to the next Joint Commissioning Board in accordance with Schedule 2 (Governance Process).  All Major Changes must be recorded and evidenced in writing signed by Joint Commissioning Board authorised signatories before being entered onto the Change and Variation Log and implemented.
1.10. Major Changes and their supporting Business Cases must be approved by the Joint Commissioning Board and that approval will be evidenced in writing signed by the Partners’ authorised signatories before being implemented.  
1.11. In the process of approving any Major Change the Joint Commissioning Board may determine whether or not the relevant Major Change also requires a formal Variation to this Agreement to reflect that change in the legal obligations of the Partners.  Where that is the case the Business Case will include a Variation Addendum.
1.12. Where a Change has not been approved the Joint Commissioning Board shall complete a statement of response within 10 Working Days from the date of the relevant Joint Commissioning Board meeting.  The statement of response shall either:
1.12.1. make suggestions or set requirements to be fulfilled prior to the request being reissued through the Change Control process; or
1.12.2. reject the request absolutely.
1.13. The Partner’s respective costs associated with the preparation of the Business Cases, the preparation of any Variation Addendum and the implementation of the Changes, shall be borne equally unless otherwise expressly agreed in a Business Case.
1.14. All Business Cases must contain a series of recommendations and options to choose from and an assessment as to how each of those recommendations and options within that Business Case impacts on the BCF Plan and / or Scheme Specifications and BCF Plan (Schedule 1); the Partners Contributions and Cash Transfer (Schedule 7) and substantive input in respect of each of the headings contained in the Business Case template and an agreed Variation Addendum (ensuring that these aspects of the Agreement and appropriate documentation in each case is amended accordingly).
1.15. The Joint Commissioning Board will be responsible for monitoring the progress of the implementation of any Change and the responsible officer (named within the relevant Business Case) shall report on the performance of the implementation, the status of any risks identified and any issues arising from the implementation of the Change on a regular basis until the implementation of the Change is complete.
1.16. Where alterations to the original scope of the Change are required to facilitate the completion of the implementation of the Change then such changes will be treated as a change under this Agreement and will be treated accordingly.  Changes to the scope or remit of change mid implementation will cause the Change to be suspended unless or until such time as the Joint Commissioning Board has recorded in writing that the Partners have agreed and approved the subsequent change.  Where approval is not given, the Change itself shall be abandoned unless otherwise expressly agreed.
1.17. Within 15 Working Days of the completion of the implementation of the Change the Partners will present a report to the Joint Commissioning Board for its review (the “Change Closure Report”) which will include:
1.17.1. where necessary or appropriate a completed community impact assessment, final risk assessment and statement of mitigating actions;
1.17.2. a statement confirming the financial, social work practice and/or safeguarding implications of the completed Change to both Partners;
1.17.3. a statement identifying any variations required to the provisions of this Agreement; and
1.17.3.1. the approach to be applied to measure the success of the completed Change.

The purpose of the review by Joint Commissioning Board is to measure the impact of the Change as measured against the trajectory and/or target performance of the partnership arrangements and/or this Agreement.

				Note that the BCF spending plan is not entirely agreed. The Council and the ICB are in dispute about the amount of ICB Adult Social Care Discharge Fund included in the plan. The Council have escalated to NHSE that there is a shortfall in Staffordshires fair allocation of the ICB ASC Discharge grant of £590,200 - now part of the NHS minimum allocation and required to support inflationary uplifts and avoid service reductions. The Council maintain that, based on demography, this should be £7,672,597; the ICB believe that it should be £7,082,397.

 This has not yet been agreed by the ICB and has been escalated to NHSE for BCF support to resolve. Commissioning of Health Tasks from Home Care Providers - Schedule (BCF Scheme ID 35)





1. Purpose of this document



1.1. This document clarifies responsibility for the funding and commissioning of health tasks from Home Care Providers to residents of Staffordshire County.

1.2. This agreement only applies to individuals known to Staffordshire County Council (SCC).

1.3. At the time of the assessment for health needs, the person must be registered with a Staffordshire GP. 



2. Background



2.1. [bookmark: _Toc93909507]The ICB and the Council have an agreement that the Council shall act as lead commissioner and shall be responsible for making the payments to Home Care providers for Health Tasks on behalf of the ICB.

2.2. The definition of Health Tasks for the purpose of this agreement, are tasks that are the responsibility of the National Health Service: as set out in the Staffordshire ASC Operational Guidance on personal Care Tasks.

2.3. This agreement and the definition of Health Tasks do not replace any other statutory or local agreement for Annual Funding health needs (i.e. Continuing Health Care). 

2.4. Home Care Providers in Staffordshire provide both social care and health tasks. Social care tasks may be eligible for funding from the Council, in which case they are liable to charging of the Service User for a contribution to the cost, or self-funded; health tasks must be funded by the NHS 

2.5. This Agreement is for the Council to commission health tasks on behalf of the ICB. This will enable:



a) Home Care Providers to provide health tasks as part of integrated social care and health calls. This will avoid multiple calls and offer better experience for Service Users and better value for money;



b) Home Care Providers to provide health tasks at dedicated health calls as part of integrated social care and health packages. This will offer better continuity of care for Service Users and ease of procurement and contracting; and 



c) Home Care Providers to provide health tasks as part of dedicated health packages. This will offer access to the Council's Home Care Framework Contract for the ICB and ease of procurement and contracting.



2.6	Procured Services will include Health Tasks for all existing Service Users at 01 April 2023 as well as Health Tasks for new Service Users procured by the Service during 2023-2025.between 01/04/2025 and 31/03/2026.





3. Assessment and procurement of health tasks



3.1. The need for Health Tasks for new Service Users shall be identified by Midlands Partnership University Foundation NHS Trust’s (MPFT) integrated care teams. Operational Guidance on Personal Care Tasks has been agreed to assist these teams to distinguish social care tasks from Health Tasks. 

3.2. Packages of Care including Health Tasks will be procured by the Council’s brokerage service based on a referral from MPFT’s integrated care teams. 

3.3. The ICB are responsible for identifying any new Health Tasks that are not clinically required and should not be referred to the brokerage service; and/or any new Health Tasks that are within scope of the Community NHS Services contract with MPFT and which should be referred for provision by MPFT and not referred to the brokerage service. 

3.4. In the exceptional circumstance that the Council is unable to source an appropriate Home Care Provider to meet the identified health needs, and should this cause undue delays in putting care in place, then the Council and the ICB shall determine appropriate exceptional arrangements outside of this Agreement. The Council and the ICB have agreed a joint escalation process for this as part of the implementation process, refer to Healthcare tasks Flow Charts for appropriate escalation processes/pathways. 

3.5. The ICB will ensure that through active management of the Community NHS Services contract between the ICB and MPFT that any Health Tasks that fall within scope of this contract are provided by MPFT. 



4. Quality Assurance of Procured Health Tasks



4.1. All commissioned Home Care Providers are required to be registered with the Care Quality Commission (CQC) and are subject to regulation by the CQC and quality assurance by the Council under the Home Care Framework Contract.  

4.2. It is the responsibility of the Home Care Providers to ensure that their staff are appropriately trained to deliver the tasks assigned to them and to ensure that they are appropriately insured. This is not the responsibility of the Council.

4.3. It is the responsibility of the ICB through its commissioned services, e.g. MPFT, to support the Council and the ICB by liaising with Home Care Providers to answer any questions about clinical governance and specialist training required to undertake health tasks.





5. Funding 



5.1. The funding is transacted through the 2023-252025-26 Better Care Fund (BCF). The 2023/242025026 indicative financial allocation is £1.6million.

5.2. The Annual Funding shall be used towards the following items:

5.2.1. fixed annual sum of £60,000 towards the cost of the Brokerage Service;

5.2.2. plus an additional sum to reflect the actual cost of Procured Health Tasks.  



5.3. The cost of procured services will be calculated based on the total time Home Care Providers are commissioned to undertake Health Tasks and the Council’s hourly rates under the Home Care Framework Contract.  





6. Administration of Payments



6.1. The Council shall issue an invoice for one quarter of the Annual Funding to the ICB at the start of each quarter. The ICB shall pay the invoices raised no later than the end of each quarter to which they relate (e.g. payment deadlines are: quarter 1 - 30 June; quarter 2 – 30 September; quarter 3 – 31 December; quarter 4 - 31 March. Invoices will be raised no later than the first working day of the last month of each quarter (e.g. 1 June for quarter 1). 

6.2. The Council shall track and report Procured Services weekly, this will be based on a list of active Service Users with Health Tasks and associated cost of their Health Tasks based on the time to undertake them and the Council’s standard hourly rate, £24.95 and the enhanced hourly rate for those in difficult to serve areas of £25.70 (Staffordshire Moorlands and East Staffordshire) under the Home Care Framework Contract in 2021/22.2025/26  Invoices will be raised no later than the first working day of the last month of each quarter (e.g. 1 June for quarter 1). 



6.3. If this Agreement is not renewed then the ICB will put in place 

alternative arrangements for procuring new Health Tasks and contracting for existing Health Tasks from 01 April 2025.6



7. Notice



7.1	Each of the Parties shall be entitled to serve notice on the other at any time during the Term. The minimum notice period to be served by either party shall be six months.

Enhanced Care for Care home residents with Escalated health needs – Schedule (BCF scheme ID 57)





1. [bookmark: _Toc93909507]Purpose of this document



1.1. The document clarifies responsibility for funding Enhanced Care for Care home residents with Escalated health needs in the short term to manage exceptional circumstances when they arise. 



1.2. The term ‘home’ means an individual’s usual place of residence such as residential care, care home with nursing, supported living, extra care etc. 



1.3. This process only applies to individuals known to Staffordshire County Council (SCC) and who have a Staffordshire GP. 



2. Criteria 



2.1. The process is to be utilised for: 



2.1.1. Exceptional circumstances only. 

2.1.2. Where there is a rapid and sudden deterioration in need. 

2.1.3. Where all universal and commissioned services have been exhausted. 

2.1.4. The individual requires a change or additional care which is over and above what a Local Authority should be expected to provide. 

2.1.5. Up to a maximum of 6 weeks. 



3. Process 



3.1. Care Home requests enhanced/additional support due to an individual’s deterioration in health needs/escalation of behaviour. This is sent to CHIST (Care Home Intensive Support Team), and/or the allocated social worker/Initial Response Team. 

3.2. CHIST undertake assessment of need to identify the most appropriate response to mitigate risk.  The enhanced support may include the use of assisted technology, referrals to other NHS teams or an increase in support and observation through the provision of additional staff (1:1). On all occasions the enhanced support will include the clinical skill, guidance and regular contact from CHIST to enable providers to meet the increased needs of an individual. 

3.3. If CHIST assess that additional staffing/1:1 support is required, Brokerage and the allocated worker are advised.

3.4. Brokerage discuss requirement for increased support with appropriate senior lead in SCC as per the scheme of financial delegation who confirm funding agreement. 

3.5. Commissioning made aware of the funding agreement. All funding agreements are tracked. 

3.6. All parties are made aware of the plan to manage the individual’s escalation of need through the enhanced support.  This also includes a plan to conclude any funded support which has been initiated as part of the provision. 





4. Review 



4.1. CHIST undertake all reviews of the individual and the enhanced support provision.  

4.2. CHIST will make subsequent requests for an increase in funding for the enhanced service provision up to six weeks. 

4.3. CHIST remain involved to support the care provider during this period, until the individual’s longer-term needs are identified.  This may include a return to wellbeing no enhanced support required, a change in care category required/move to an alternative care home or the completion of a checklist/DST to identify appropriate funding to support the longer term increased care needs of an individual.  



5. Monitoring and Reporting 



5.1. All known funding agreements are tracked by SCC commissioners. This will continue until Care Director is updated with required service elements to track cases through the digital care management system.  

5.2. MPFT/CHIST will provide SCC with case management updates every two weeks and will inform SCC immediately when enhanced funding requirement has increased/decreased/ceased. 

5.3. SCC to give budgetary updates to ICB representative monthly.

5.4. A quarterly report to include activity, finance and outcomes will be shared by SCC to the ICB and presented to Joint Commissioning Board. 



6. Funding Responsibilities



6.1. The funding is transacted through the 2023-255-26 Better Care Fund (BCF), with the source of funding from the ICB Discharge FundingNHS minimum allocation. The 2023/242025/26 financial allocation is £17650,000.00. The 2024/25 allocation is £650,000. 

6.2. The ICB agree to pay the Council on actual care commissioned, so any activity over and above the initial financial allocation will be invoiced separately.

6.3. If this Agreement is not renewed then the ICB will put in place 

alternative arrangements for procuring new Enhanced Care requests and contracting for existing requests from 01 April 2026



7.  Notice 

7.1 Each of the Parties shall be entitled to serve notice on the other at any time during the Term. The minimum notice period to be served by either party shall be six months.

		A need-led service that will increase the focus upon promoting independence and improving outcomes for individuals and move away from disease/ condition-based pathways through an integrated model of care following the principles of recovery, rehabilitation and reablement (RRR) whilst also supporting the NHS Long Term Plan and Staffordshire County Council and Stoke on Trent City Councils Corporate Plans.



The service aims to:



· Support more people to stay safely at home during sub-acute illness/crisis

· Increase the percentage of people supported in their own home to ensure timely discharge or to avoid admission to an acute hospital setting.

· Ensure people and their families/carers are actively engaged in the setting of their goals for recovery as part of their care plan

· Support the reduction of unrequired acute and sub-acute hospital admissions 

· Support the reduction in longer care needs as individuals recover independence through supportive interventions. 

· Support the reduction in the number of transitions in care and reduced unnecessary movement around the system

· Support the reduction in numbers of re-admissions within 30, 60 and 91 days post discharge. 

· Support the reduction in healthcare acquired functional decline through timely discharge

· Improve reported experience of the pathway

· Support the reduction in admissions to long term care or level of care required

· Always promote Home First as being the appropriate pathway where needs can be met at home

· Improve quality of life and functional ability 

· Support preventative solutions, thus reducing the long term cost of health and social care e.g. through the increased use of Assistive Technologies (AT) 

· Raise awareness and understanding of the benefits of AT to help people self-care

· Ensure the principles of Recovery, Rehabilitation and Reablement are embedded in care pathways to increase independence, reduce dependency on services and ‘delay’ the need for care

· Contribute to Better Care Fund outcomes namely effectiveness of reablement, prevent unnecessary emergency admissions and readmissions and prevent/reduce premature admissions to residential and nursing care.

· Contribute to the ambition of increasing the percentage of people leaving hospital through pathway 1. 





		Service description / pathway and location(s) from which it will be delivered



		“Under the Discharge to assess, home first approach to hospital discharge, the vast majority of people are expected to go home (to their usual place of residence) following discharge. The discharge to assess model is built on evidence that the most effective way to support people is to ensure they are discharged safely when they are clinically ready, with timely and appropriate recovery support if needed. An assessment of longer-term or end of life care needs should take place once they have reached a point of recovery, where it is possible to make an accurate assessment of their longer-term needs.” (Hospital discharge and community support guidance - GOV.UK (www.gov.uk)

The ‘Discharge to Assess’ (D2A) model focuses on people who are clinically optimised and no longer require an acute hospital bed but may need initial support to go home to continue their recovery, rehabilitation and reablement interventions. People are discharged to their own home (where appropriate) or another community setting. Assessment for longer-term care and support needs, where required, can then be undertaken in the most appropriate setting and at the right time for the person. The model aims to ensure speedy discharge from hospital with home being the first option for the majority of people.

Pathway 1 – Recovery, Rehabilitation and Reablement at home (RRR)

People are discharged home with support and therapy provided by the service in order to support recovery to independence. On completion of their pathway 1 intervention people will end with no ongoing services or be referred by the service to the most appropriate pathway at the time of discharge. According to the outcome of the appropriate assessment and treatment this could be core commissioned services (e.g. District Nursing), self-funded care, local authority funded or continuing healthcare.

Pathway 1 teams will deliver targeted and focused interventions and support that are underpinned by dynamic strength/asset based person centric goals and objectives to optimise personal independence based around ‘what matters to me’, enabling the person to ‘live the life I want to live’. The Pathway 1 interventions are delivered by multi-disciplinary teams with expertise from across health and social care, are free at the point of use and are a time limited (maximum 6 weeks) intervention, with a clear start and planned end date, on average lasting 2-3 weeks or until the person is optimised. There should be a co-produced individualised plan that will include, where necessary provision for a Care Act Assessment to identify any ongoing care and support needs running parallel to the intervention and where appropriate other relevant clinical assessments.

“People will have a structured person centered recovery, rehabilitation and reablement support plan that they have contributed and agreed to. This will be tailored to their individual needs and involve active therapy, treatment or opportunity for recovery and clearly defined goals, as well as a realistic expected date of discharge. This shall be developed in collaboration with the person and will take into account theirs and their relatives’/ advocates preferences and wishes. The support plan should include standard components of the Comprehensive Model of Personalised Care as follows: 

-	Shared decision making 

-	Personalised care and support planning 

-	Enabling choice 

-	Social prescribing and community based support 

-	Supported self-management



The Pathway 1 service is a Recovery Rehabilitation and Reablement service underpinned by the following 5 principles and the key principles to help reshape rehabilitation, reablement and recovery services (working group coordinated by The Midlands Discharge Cell):

1.We will always think “Home First” 

This means supporting the person to remain or return to their usual place of residence as soon as possible, reflecting a person-centered approach.  It should be applied both at the point of any decision to admit as part of a local urgent care offer, and as part of person-centered discharge planning which focuses on ‘what matters to me’ rather than ‘what is the matter with me’ and plays to my strengths as an independent person.

“Home First” means reinforcing a common purpose across the local health and care system, including the extended primary care team, to the attainment of optimal outcomes and wellbeing for all people with a rehabilitation/reablement/recovery need.  This also includes working alongside family and voluntary services to support and reable individuals.

2. We will always work to optimise a person’s potential for recovery, rehabilitation and reablement before we undertake an assessment for their long term care needs

This means that across the Health and Care System we will assume that any loss of independence will have a reversible element, be that complete or partial, until it is proven that a period of rehabilitation/reablement/recovery, including consideration of adaptations and use of technology, is unable to reverse.

3. “There will be no wrong door to accessing the right care, at the right time in the right place”

This means a ‘system’ approach to care and active avoidance of organisational silo working, with a focus on facilitating and enabling access to the right care, at the right time in the right place.  

This means that there is a responsibility on all organisations, services, teams and individuals to align to a common purpose that is not constrained by organisational boundaries.    

This means a commitment to standardisation across services governed by simple rules for access to the right care to support rehabilitation, reablement and recovery.

4. “We will measure what matters” 

This means Health and Care Systems will have a core set of metrics that focus on outcomes of RRR services utilising standardised tools which could include:

· Functional improvement - Barthel Index (as a minimum on entering the RRR service and on departing)

· Proportion of people achieving ‘independence’ with no new or with reduced prior domiciliary care and support on completion of RRR – ASCOF 2D

· People receiving reduced input to maintain independence at the end of the pathway than on entry

· Proportion of people remaining at home 91 days after commencing RRR - ASCOF 2B(1)

· Improved experience (D2A Survey) 



Health and Care Systems will have a core set of metrics that focus on operational quality and effectiveness of RRR services, which should include: 

· Access/Timeliness - waiting times, 

· Equity of access – data by age, geography, care setting, socio-demographic characteristics etc.  Equality is not about treating everyone the same; it is about ensuring that access to the service is available based on the assessed need of an individual (not diagnosis) whilst taking account of people's differing needs and capabilities.

· Efficiency and Safety e.g. inappropriate readmission to hospital and monitoring of the ‘wastes of rehabilitation/reablement/recovery services capacity



Specific reporting metrics and quality and performance KPIs will be included within the reporting schedule



5. “We will enable and support all colleagues to develop and work collaboratively” 

This means Health and Care Systems actively recognise the key role of leaders who work across organisational boundaries at all levels, with the aim of eliminating the risk of silo working. There will be a collaborative developmental programme recognising the importance of enabling all staff to work to the top of their competencies.   

It is acknowledged that people will recover at differing rates. The Pathway 1 service will be provided for up to a maximum of 6 weeks. During this time they will receive the services they need to continue their recovery and will also be assessed, for any longer term health and social care needs

Pathway 1 teams will also support step up referrals onto the service to support people to remain at home where ever possible including those that would benefit from short term recovery, rehabilitation and reablement and support the system ambition of preventing inappropriate admissions to acute hospital care where possible. 

Pathway Delivery and locations

The Pathway 1 Service will operate across the whole of Staffordshire and Stoke on Trent and be split into the 8 teams that will work flexibly across 3 geographical areas to respond to the demands for the service.  The service offer across the whole of Staffordshire and Stoke on Trent will be consistent and equitable regardless of where the person lives, and which team is providing the intervention.

These 8 teams split into 3 locations will be 

Stoke, Newcastle, Moorlands (North Staffordshire and Stoke On Trent) 

East Staffs and Burntwood, Lichfield and Tamworth (South East Staffordshire) 

Stafford, Cannock and Seisdon (South West Staffordshire). 

We will also subcontract Pathway 1 activity to our agency framework of subcontracted providers where required to support increased levels of demand in some areas, surges in activity and as part of our BCP with a longer term commitment to reduce agency use to a maximum of 30% following successful in house recruitment. MPFT will continue to provide the required wrap around to people where their RRR intervention is delivered by one of our agency providers and also provide the case management for all service users.

The service will operate on an integrated leadership and interdisciplinary approach and place the person at the center of the service we provide.

People will have a structured person centered recovery, rehabilitation and reablement plan that they have contributed and agreed to. This will be tailored to their individual needs and involve active therapy, treatment or opportunity for recovery with clearly defined goals, as well as a realistic expected date of discharge. This will be developed with the person and will take into account theirs and their relatives’ / advocates preferences and wishes with a clear focus on “I and we” statements.

Each person on the pathway will have a lead worker assigned to oversee their care, ensuring a process of regular review.

Clinical and Medical Governance

Clinical and medical governance will be provided for Pathway 1 Hospital discharges by MPFT and the wider UCCC and CRIS pathways and will not involve their registered GP (unless they are already involved) until they are discharged from the service as detailed below.

Pathway 1



Primary Care (GPs) shall retain governance for  step up people referred into Pathway 1



Primary Care (GPs) will retain clinical responsibility for step down people that are on the caseload but not in receipt of any direct clinical or therapy services/ input or intervention from the service. I.e. the clinical needs of the individual are unchanged prior to the episode of ill health and they are only in receipt of non-clinical RRR.



Primary Care (GPs) shall also retain clinical responsibility for people under Provider of Last Resort (POLR) as transition to long term maintenance/ domiciliary care. I.e. the individual has completed a period of recovery, rehabilitation and reablement and has received a statutory social care assessment for ongoing care needs. This has been accepted by the Local Authority and the Provider is providing care hours until the long term domiciliary package of care can be sourced. (left in this specification for the case by exception where a person remains with pathway 1 longer that the agreed transition period)



Operational hours

· Referrals into the service following hospital discharge will be via the Track and Triage teams which operates 7 days a week between the hours of 8-8.  

· Step up referrals from the community (Social care, First Contact, UCCC, CRIS, GP, CIS, RR) will go direct to the Pathway 1 Teams.

· The Pathway 1 service is provided 365 days a year and operates between the hours of 7am – 10pm







		Any acceptance and exclusion criteria and thresholds



		

Acceptance

· Over 18 years of age and sub-acute needs

· People who may benefit from recovery, rehabilitation and reablement to remain independent at home

· People with sub-acute health needs that do not need an acute admission.

· People with complex health needs that may be eligible for Continuing Health Care (CHC) funding to meet their needs

· People that may benefit from short term interventions to increase their independence linked to either health or social care needs or both

· People that may require assessment for long term care and support needs following a period of RRR

· People identified as ‘end of life’ will be supported if they have an urgent need for short term health or social care (Bridging service – PCCC to continue to source required support)

· People with needs that require a level of intervention (either in terms of frequency, intensity or complexity) that cannot be met by core services with the overall goal being to prevent admission (to hospital or long term care) or facilitate safe discharge.

· People identified as appropriate by the track and triage team in line with locally agreed arrangements / protocols and discussion across our collective leadership team within track and triage. 

· People directly referred from emergency portals, for example where people present in a crisis with needs that can be safely managed in the community

· People directly identified from Mental Health or Learning Disability services where a short term physical health need has been identified.

· Residents in care homes (nursing and residential) a diagnosis of dementia (primary or secondary diagnosis) and coexisting physical health and / or social needs

· People who agree to participate and work towards set RRR support plan and goals

· People being discharged on specific pathways such as the orthopaedic pathway



Exclusions 

· Under 18 years of age 

· Adults identified as having acute/unstable needs which cannot be managed within a community setting

· Discharges that can be supported via more appropriate services e.g. Stroke – Early Supported Discharge, social care respite pathways 

· People who require longer term inventions and rehabilitation e.g. slow stream rehabilitation

· People with needs that can be managed by commissioned core services.

· People that require specialist inpatient rehabilitation such as stroke and neuro rehabilitation

· People in an acute phase of functional mental illness (e.g. acute psychosis, acute depressive episode, functional psychiatric disorders) with no other support needs for ADLs. Close links to existing mental health services/ professionals will be required for those people with complex multiple needs

· People not medically manageable in a community setting or where environmental issues prevent safe management of healthcare needs 

· Maternity and paediatric patients

· People where the primary issue is carer breakdown and therefore require respite

· People who are listed with broker prior to hospital admission and their assessed needs remain unchanged

· People with housing issues with no rehabilitation and reablement goals

· People with self-neglect where there is no reablement or rehabilitation goals

· People who have already had multiple complete cycles of the services within D2A pathways determined by and MDT approach
